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As someone who does not work in the medical field, you may be wondering what each person can do and what they can treat. This document helps advise you on what each role can do and what they can treat; this should help you understand what level of cover is needed for your event. 

	Role
	Scope of practice

	First Responder
	· Treat a choking patient with back blows and abdominal thrusts
· Manage the airway of someone unconscious with basic techniques
· Use an AED and perform chest compressions 
· Provide oxygen to people with breathing problems 
· Perform a physical assessment and complete vital signs such as blood pressure and temperature 
· Dispense a small range of over-the-counter medications 
· Refer people to A&E or call an ambulance as needed
· Assess and treat musculoskeletal problems such as sprains and strains 
· Bandage wounds that are bleeding badly 
· Treat simple wounds with dressings or steri-strips 
· Provide basic eye care
· Give advice and guidance to patients 


	ICP (Intermediate Care Practitioners)
	In addition to the First Responder role, Intermediate Care Practitioners can:
· Provide life-saving medication for people having chest pain, an asthma attack, severe allergic reactions or diabetic emergencies.
· Manage people with fractures by immobilizing bones with a splint 
· Use a stethoscope to listen to chests and use a larger range of assessment techniques. 
· Treat more complex wounds with glue to stop them attending hospitals
· Manage the airway of someone unconscious with advanced techniques 
· Be able to treat more injuries as they are trained to use more equipment. 
· Dispense a larger range of over-the-counter medications 


	Paramedic
	In addition to the First Responder and ICP role, paramedics can: 
· Use prescription-only medications to manage a range of emergencies such as diazepam for seizures 
· Administer medications through a vein such as fluids
· Administer strong pain relief (such as morphine) for someone in severe pain 
· Perform advanced heart monitoring of patients 
· Intubate (place a tube down a patient’s throat) to help them breathe 
· Perform advanced life-support to resuscitate someone whose heart has stopped
· Admit directly to hospital wards where a patient’s condition warrants this.
· Perform advanced assessments 
· Manage pregnancy and birth emergencies 
· Treat patients who have suffered severe accidents such as car crashes 


	Additional Skills
(POA)
